INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS FOR 

ALTROPRIME OCS
(For Oil Contaminated Substrates)
________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________

SUBSTRATE REQUIREMENT 
Cementitious substrates must be structurally sound, stable and free of all surface contamination that could affect primer penetration and adhesion. The pull of strength of the pre treated substrate should be >1.5N/mm2.

SUBSTRATE TREATMENT

All residues of old paint coatings, installation laitence and dust must be removed. The substrate should be prepared mechanically by enclosed shot blasting to achieve the correct texture. 

OIL SATURATED concrete which has an unsatisfactory tensile strength should be removed and repaired prior to treatment.

OIL CONTAMINATED concrete should be cleaned as follows.

1. Remove all residual surface contaminants by brush or scraper and dispose.

2. The substrate should be prepared mechanically by enclosed shot       blasting to achieve the correct texture. 

3. As necessary apply an emulsifying detergent (Altroclean 44 in accordance with manufacturer’s instruction) to the surface with a suitable scrubbing machine with wet vac recovery. Ensure that the cleaning process has dissolved the surface contaminating oil, then immediately rinse down the area with clean water to completely remove all traces of cleaning chemical and thoroughly wet vacuum.
4. The surface must be completely absent of  free water (surface damp condition). The disposal of the contaminated water must be accordance with the local planning regulations for disposal of waste.

Mixing
Pour the total contents of the Altroprime OCS hardener unit into the base unit. Using a slow speed drill and wisk thoroughly mixed the two components together until fully homogeneous mixture is obtained (minimum 1.5 min). Do not batch product down.


Do not allow the product to stand due to limited open time.

6.   Application

Once mixed the Altroprime OCS should be transferred  into a clean large paint tray prior to application (ensure that the substrate remains damp at all times during the application process).

Apply the Altroprime OCS using a medium nap synthetic roller spreading the material to provide a uniform even finish to the surface without allowing ponding to take place( max coverage rate of 15m2/5kg), and allow to cure.

(Note :- It is important that the surface being treated has total film coverage to ensure no contamination migrates out into the proposed topping.)

GUIDE COVERAGE FOR ALTROCLEAN 44

Based on a 10-1 dilution rate a guide coverage rate of approximately 100m2 per 50 litres (diluted 44 cleaner). This figure is subject to the degree of oil contamination within the substrate, and may have to be adjusted accordingly.

INSTALLATION CONDITIONS

Application should be undertaken above a minimum substrate temperature of 50C and rising. Ambient conditions should be maintained at least 30C above dew point or below 75% RH during the initial stages of cure. Optimum ambient and application temperatures are between 100C and 250C. Application at temperature above 300C is generally not advisable (unless materials are conditioned to the appropriate temperature range).  Min slab temperature +50C. 

APPLICATION OF TOPPINGS

Overlayment of Altro Resin products should take place no later than 24 hours after completion of the Altroprime OCS treatment in accordance with the recommendations for the system being applied.. For other surface treatments refer to Altro Technical Department.

TOOL CLEANING

Clean tools with Altrosolve PU prior to initial cure of resin. Avoid contact with the skin and eyes.

HEALTH AND SAFETY
Normal precautions should be taken as with any resin product, including the use of a barrier cream, protective gloves to cover hands and forearms and a skin cleansing cream once the working period is over. Contact of uncured resins with skin and eyes should be avoided at all times. Our booklet entitled Safe Working with Resins 

gives full details of recommended working practices and should be read before commending any work with resins.

Installation temperatures in the range + 130C to + 250C are suggested. Never apply material on a falling thermometer below + 50C since cure initiation temperatures on standard systems may never be achieved.  (Min slab temperature +50C).

In order to achieve site programme continuity ensure that site temperatures and humidity are maintained at minimum and maximum levels set out in our data sheet: Storage, Application and Handling of Altro Resins.
